	Organization and Clarity
	The cover has an illustration of two characters, along with the title of the book and name of the author and student's name and class.

	A descriptive paragraph with very few details, was written.
Dialogue is clear but cannot infer trait.
	Characters not described.  More a telling of what the character is like.
No dialogue or dialogue that is unclear.

	Conventions and language
	An original dialogue between the two characters was written with correct punctuation and using quotation marks
	An original dialogue between the two characters was written with one error in either the punctuation or use of  quotation marks
	An original dialogue between the two characters was written with more than two errors in  punctuation and using quotation marks
	An original dialogue between the two characters was written.  Rules of correct punctuation and quotation marks are not evident
