Characteristics of Genre:
· The character is orphan or subject of prophecy in alternate world setting
· Setting is unreal, surreal or magical
· Wizards, elves, demons, and mythical figures populate landscape
· Plot is often action-driven and death-defying
· May contain “paranormal romance” elements featuring humans and vampires or werewolves
