Characteristics of Genre:
· The story takes place 40 or more years ago

· The story is usually set around an historical event, i.e. Civil Rights, the War of Independence, or the suffrage movement

· Characters may interact with historical figures

· The story helps enrich your understanding of past events in an entertaining way

· The character experiences a profound change in his/her view of the world and his/her place in it
