Magazine Cover/ 30%

Design a magazine cover using Microsoft Publisher. You can use the blank or advertisement template in Microsoft Publisher.  Your magazine cover can be based off an existing magazine. You could use the layout and name of an existing magazine, but design your own photos, titles and story lines. Or, create your own magazine totally from scratch around one of your career interests. For example, create a magazine based on games, shopping, high school, sports, hobbies etc.

You will include:

1. A background – 3 pts

2. A cover photo (may also have smaller photos for features in this issue) – 3 pts

3. A Title (Name of Magazine) – 5 pts

4. Five story line titles (interesting, creative, and relevant) – 5 pts

5. Issue date – 3 pts

6. Issue price – 3 pts

7. Bar Code – 3 pts

8. Professional, Creative, and/or Realistic – 5 pts

Your magazine cover will be graded on the above elements. Your grade will also reflect the amount of effort, creativity, and realism you place into this project!
